Accordingly we are asking you to "direct the Department of Defense to recognize and designate
as "Prisoner of War" (POW) not "Missing/Captured"” (MIA-C) any member of the U.S. Armed
Forces, paramilitary, militia, U.S. citizens employed by any U.S. agency, or under U.S.
Government contract, who are captured and held against his/her will."
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
